2.Since the moment of signing the Agreement on Copyright Assignation (on conditions that the Article is accepted for publication) the Institute possesses the exclusive right to edit, adapt and modify, to translate into any language, to reproduce and publish, as well as to distribute the Article in unrestricted edition the Article in any form and format at any media and in any way. 
3.This assignment of Author’s right would be realized during the full term of the copyright validity of the Article and would be valid on the territory of all the countries of the world.
4.All the copies of the Article, both the paper and electronic (including CD, DVD, other electronic media, the Internet, other data networks ), should contain the information about the copyright of the Institute and the full bibliographic reference to the Article.
